
USING THIS GUIDE 

We designed this devotional as a way to help you think about Advent themes in the weeks leading up to 
Christmas. There is one reading for each week of Advent. Choose a specific time each week when you will 
do the devotion. For example, it could be with your family after dinner on Sunday nights or with your 
missional community during your weekly gatherings. Each devotion contains a passage of Scripture, a 
brief reflection on that passage, sample prayers, and a Christmas hymn/carol to sing together.

Each week also coincides with one of the Christmas stories from The Jesus Storybook Bible. As an 
additional way for children to interact with the story, you can find coloring pages for each week on our 
website:  You may want to display these finished coloring pages in your home and continue talking with 
your kids about the stories you’ve read or send them to friends and family as a way to remember and 
celebrate the Advent season. 


Most of all, we pray you encounter Jesus in a new way this Advent season and the hope, peace, joy, and 
love He brings.


Joy to the world; the Lord has come! 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HOPE 

God’s people had been hoping for and expecting a king for a long time. The Lord had given them a 
promise through the prophet Isaiah long before Jesus was born: “Therefore the Lord himself will give you 
a sign. Behold, the virgin shall conceive and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel” (Isaiah 7:14). 
Isaiah also foretold that the Messiah—the One who would save God’s people—would be a relative of a 
man named Jesse, the father of King David (Isaiah 11).


Let’s look at some passages from the New Testament that show how Jesus was the One the Lord 
promised to send.

D I S C U S S 

God is always faithful to His promises! He is completely trustworthy and will always do what He says He 
will do. No matter how dark our situation may be, we can have hope knowing our Heavenly Father is in 
control and will fulfill His promises. In our sin we are tempted not to believe God and to put our hope and 
trust in someone or something other than Him.

D I S C U S S

this week?


P R AY E R 

IN = Pray that God would provide an inner stillness 
and security in His love for us that withstands the 
chaos and turmoil raging both inside and out 
through a growing knowledge of God’s work for 
us in Jesus. 


OUT = Pray that the peace of Christ would break 
in to your city; that God would restore families; 
that God would bring peace to the children in 
your city who don’t have families and would give 
them families; that God would bring reconciliation 
among different people groups.


UP = Pray that we would continually seek peace 
with God by confessing sin, repenting, and 
receiving Jesus anew.

D I S C U S S 

When the world was lost and without hope, God sent Jesus to find us and bring us joy! Everything He 
does is for His glory and our joy. The wise men rejoiced when the star led them to where Jesus was. 
Knowing who He was, they brought gifts to Him and worshipped Him. 


How does Jesus give you joy? 


What gift can you give Him this week as a way of worshipping Him?


P R AY E R 

IN = Pray that your church family would become 
an increasingly joyful community in the face of 
hardships, pain, doubt, and celebrations; that in 
the midst of life circumstances, we would have 
joy in the nearness of God made possible by 
Jesus’ life, death, and resurrection. 


OUT = Pray that we would allow our joy to be 
expressed in words and deeds of gratitude, 
celebration, and giving. 


UP = Pray that gifts would always lead us to joy in 
the Giver rather than the gifts themselves and 
that our joy would be constantly turned to praise.

Not 
only is God faithful, He also loves. He is so loving that He actually is love (1 John 4:8). God’s people had 
disobeyed and had run away from Him, but in love, God sent His Son to rescue them.

D I S C U S S 

What do you do for those you love? How do you respond when they are unloving toward you? 


Consider these well-known words of Jesus from the Gospel of John:

“For God so loved the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes in him should not perish but 
have eternal life. For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order that the 
world might be saved through him” (John 3:16–17).


Jesus came to save that which had been lost! That is great news! 


How can we live this week to celebrate and honor what God has done for us in Jesus?


P R AY E R 

IN = Pray that we would be emptied of self-love 
by receiving God’s passionate love for us in Christ, 
and that this love would banish feelings of 
unworthiness, shame, self-hatred, and 
performance-oriented actions to earn love.   


OUT= Pray that we would love one another in our 
missional communities because God first loved 
us and showed us what love means and that we 
would love our neighbors. 


UP= Pray that we would love God with our entire 
being: intellect, emotion, bodies, time, 
relationships, and talents.
